SC2003 Education Program

Opportunities for Participants

The SC2003 Education Program begins with a four-day workshop at the Phoenix Civic Center on November 15-18, 2003.  This workshop is the beginning of a series of opportunities for professional development, curriculum development, information sharing, and national dissemination.  We hope that you, your students, and your colleagues will benefit from your long-term collaboration with the program organizers.

The SC2003 Education Program is only one in a series of workshops offered in partnership with the National Computational Science Institute (NCSI).  Based on your level of interest and involvement, the NCSI (www.computationalscience.org) program may commit additional resources in a three-phase scale up over a multi-year period.

· Phase 1 – SC2003 Education Program – In advance of your arrival in Phoenix, each participant will be asked to complete a survey that will be used for the evaluation of the program.  All participants will be asked to complete a second survey at the end of the SC2003 Education Program prior to receiving re-imbursements for workshop travel costs.  Additional resources will be made available to those teams making a firm commitment to participate in follow-up activities sponsored by NCSI (on-going evaluation, workshops, materials development, classroom implementation, dissemination). During the SC03 Education Program there will be time for each team to develop a planning proposal to NCSI for their activities after the November conference.  Included may be a request for up to $250 on average per person in resources (software, books, journals, etc) to allow your team to proceed to develop your project ideas during the Spring semester.  These proposals should outline your plans for further professional development and curriculum development, including attendance at one or more of the NCSI workshops for summer 2004. We encourage but do not expect cost-sharing from your institution for these proposals.  These planning proposals will be reviewed by the NCSI Steering Committee and SC2003 Education Committee and funded in whole or in part based on the quality of the proposal and the availability of funds.

· Phase 2 – Summer 2004 Workshops – information about the locations and offerings of the summer workshops will be discussed during the November workshop.  During the summer workshops participants will develop a more-detailed proposal for continued curriculum development, implementation, information sharing, and the dissemination of computational science methods and resources.  The proposals should demonstrate the planned impact of the team activities and may include requests for on average $500 per person for additional software, books, journals, stipends, additional training, campus visits, and other resources needed to ensure a successful project or to initiate change on your campus or across your institution.  We request cost-sharing from your institution for these proposals, but it is not required.  These proposals will be reviewed by the NCSI Steering Committee and the SC2003 Education Committee and funded in whole or in part based on the quality of the proposal and the availability of funds.

· Phase 3 – Full Implementation and Dissemination – during the academic year 2004-2005, undergraduate faculty who have successfully implemented their Phase 2 projects, or who are making significant progress towards doing so, will have the opportunity to submit a proposal for the wider implementation of their developed projects or curricula along with opportunities to engage in dissemination to other audiences.  Participants may request financial support commensurate with the resources required to ensure broader impact to reach more students and other educators and other institutions.  The proposals are required to provide cost-sharing by your institution.  We are particularly interested in proposals that reach out to other faculty and/or K-12 teachers to engage them in the use of computational tools and resources. There will be further discussion about this process during the summer 2004 workshops.  These proposals will be reviewed by an outside panel of advisors, and then if approved by the NCSI Steering committee, funded in whole or in part based on the quality of the proposal and the availability of funds.
